Congress of Reps creates ByLaws, pens accord with IFGE 
by JoAnn Roberts 

The Congress of Representatives 
and the IFGE board of directors 
have finally agreed on the autonomy 
of the Congress. An agreement for 
services between the two organiza­
tions is expected to be signed by 
Alison Laing, current Chair of the 
Congress and IFGE Chair of the 
Board, Wendi Pierce. 

Laing, at the request of Pierce, 
developed a series of documents for 
the Congress including By Laws, a 
Summary Statement and a Recip­
rocal Agreement. The Reciprocal 
Agreement is the important docu­
ment for IFGE. It stipulates that 
IFGE will provide space and logisti­
cal support for an annual Congress 
meeting at the IFGE annual con­
vention and assist the Congress in 
disseminating information of inter­
est to member organizations 
through IFGE's Update newsletter. 
In return, the Congress will assist 

IFGE by providing nominations for 
various IFGE offices and awards, 
plus assistance in developing pro­
grams for the community. 

IFGE will assign a staff member 
as liaison to the Congress so that 
Congress concerns get visability at 
IFGE headquarters. The Congress 
has also asked that a member rep­
resentative be allowed to attend the 
annual IFGE meeting. 

The Reciprocal Agreement in no 
way obligates the Congress to an 
exclusive arrangement with IFGE. 
In fact, according to Congress staff, 
they want to hold Congress work 
group meetings at events other than 
the IFGE annual convention. Both 
Fantasia Fair and the Texas "T" 
Party have been mentioned as pos­
sible sites for work group meetings. 

Even though the two chair per­
sons will sign the agreement, none 
of it holds any water until the com-

munity has a chance to review and 
ratify the By Laws for the Congress 
itself. As far as the community is 
concerned, the By Laws is the most 
important document. It defines the 
Congress as a not-for-profit organi­
zation with no fiduciary or legal 
standing. It defines the purpose of 
the Congress to promote and en­
courage diverse representations of 
our community and to facilitate com­
munications within our community 
and the community at large. And, 
additionally, it specifies member­
ship requirements for the Congress. 

More importantly, the By Laws 
do not link the Congress to IFGE or 
any other organization in a way 
that makes the Congress depen­
dent on that organization for its 
existence. As long any support 
groups exist and are willing to ap­
point representatives, the Congress 
of Reps will exist.
