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(Amnesty International finally does it!

Sexual minorities now have the
protection of Amnesty Interna-
tional. At its meeting held in Japan
early last month, the Nobel Prize
winning human rights group ex-
panded its mandate to include les-
bians and gays. And because of
language in the mandate which
refers to the way people dress, the
mandate will also protect transgen-
dered people who are perceived to
be homosexual.

Amnesty International now con-
siders as “prisoners of conscience”
people who have been arrested for
lesbian and gay rights advocacy,
those arrested simply because they
are homosexual following police
raids on bars or other gathering
places even though they have com-
mitted no other crime, and people
perceived tobehomosexual because
of the way they dress.

Observers note that while the

expanded mandate does not specifi-
cally include transgendered people,
transsexuals and transvestites will
enjoy “spill over” protection. They
cite instances is such places as Sin-
gapore where police sweeps against
homosexuals also have caught up
transsexuals and transvestites.
While including transgendered
persons in the mandate would have

been preferable, they note, it would

S
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In onebook Ihad done years ago,
my travels took me across the face
of Europe talking with Word War II
veterans from all walks of life. My
interviewees had all been members
of all of the forces under Hitler’s
fallen Third Reich. I talked with
members of the Waffen SS, Luft-
waffe, Kreigsmarine, Army, Ge-
stapo, and the dreadedblack-shirted
Algemeine SS. Some were cooks,
while some attained the rank of
reich minister such as my good
friend, thelate Albert Speer. I talked
with one effervescent gentleman in
Hamburg who had earned the
Wound Badge in Gold for the loss of
his leg to Stalingrad’s freezing
winter storms.

The one common thread that tied
allofthese remarkable men together
was the simple factor of courage.
Winners of the Knights Cross with
Diamonds — which you could liken
to winning the Medal of Honor no
less than four times — have openly
shown a continued courage and
disregard for their own life. Charg-
ing 18 Soviet tanks or downing 365
enemy aircraft certainly has some
heroic fodder. But overall, the high-
est percentage simmered with ahigh
degree of inner strength. Like my
Stalingrad vet whose courage let
him merely survive freezing win-
ters, or my friend Speer who openly
defied Hitler’s last orders that his
engineer should blow up all existing
Germany. Thisis quiet courage, and
ismuch differentthanraw, flagrant
courage.

Raw courage in the face of enemy
bullets is nothing more than adre-
naline glands pumping out tons of
artificial stamina allowing a nor-
mal person to perform extraordi-
nary acts during extraordinary
events. This rush of adrenaline is a
short-term thing requiring no fore-
thought. It simply happens sponta-
neously.

Quiet courage is much different.
Rather than a momentary action,

this quiet courage usually strength-
ens the timbers of the person over a
long period of time. It is glued to-
gether by their will to survive, to
succeed, tolive. Quite courage takes
thought and preparation. Itis some-
thing you must want to do at all
costs, and somehow within the
bowels of your soul you somehow
muster thisember that slowlyburns.
Usually, itis not something seen on
the outside. Rather, it is a feeling, a
knowing on the inside. This quiet
courage can build great works that
may last an eternity, while raw
courage merely gives you memo-
ries, and a medal, for a single life-
time.

To tie both of these thoughts
togetherin one unified example, let
me note Feildmarshall Erwin Rom-
mel, “The Desert Fox.” Rommel was
awarded the Diamonds to the
Knights Cross by Adolf Hitler for
continued bravery in the face of
overwhelming odds. Yet, in proba-
bly the oddest dichotomy of all,
Rommel mustered the quiet cour-
age to become involved in the July
20,1944, ploy to assassinate Hitler.
He knew what the risks were. The
plot failed. Gestapo agents forced
Rommel to commit suicide by drink-
ing cyanide. His courage gave him
the strength to fight against some-
thing he didn’t believe in, and for it
hegavehislife. Because ofhis status
and military heroism, he was given
a state burial with full honors by
the very ruler he tried to kill.

There is a very real connection
between quiet courage and the
gender community, primarily trans-
sexuals. I hadn’t really thought
about it until, some five years back,
as I was being forced out of the
Army due to my gender issue, a
woman psychologist made an un-
usual remark. During my psycho-
analytic testing, she said that I was
the most courageous person shehad
ever seen. Noting that years earlier
she had counseled returning Viet-
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nam vets, I was a little shocked.
Certainly I wasn’t courageous in
the respect of military battle. What
then?

Her reference was meant to say
that it took a great deal of stamina,
planning, and courage to make a
quantum leap over the gender fence.
HereIwas, an Army captain, claim-
ing allegiance to the other side of
thegenderissue. Could anyone ever
be so bold as to attempt this and
make it? In all practical terms, I
suppose I should have said I was
going to become a llama and live in
the Peruvian Andes. Makes asmuch
sense.

Any journey into the unknown
takes quiet courage. You have to
know the odds are against you suc-
ceeding up front before you start.
Knowing this, you do it anyway.
With a lot of planning, luck, deter-
mination and courage you may
succeed at your task. And you may,
only tobecome afailure. Butevenin
failure there is the dignity that you
at least had the courage to try what
others would not even attempt. No
honor is lost if failure is encoun-
tered, only the realization you
couldn’t make it that time around.
Maybe next time, or the time after.
That’s where thereal courage comes
into play — attempt something you
have already failed at. But you are
still determined to get ahead. To
succeed.

If you are a pre-op transsexual,
even a post-op for that matter, does
any of this sound familiar? Did you
try transition once and fail? Twice?
Thrice? Did you pick yourself up,
shake the dust off and head out into
another direction towardsthe same
goal? You didn’t need the adrenal-
ine rush to charge a machine gun.
You simply needed the lonely, steely
courage it takes to wait out the long
cold winter.

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Guilt surcharge?

Michael Salem’s mail order customers
pay far more, but what do they get?

The advertisements seem to be
everywhere: in women’s magazines,
catalog shopping publications, and
even men’s magazines. Every once
in awhile, Donahue, Geraldo, or a
newspaper will do a piece on the
business. Many of these stories are
placed by a hired public relations
agency. With a publicity machine
like this, it’s no wonder that since
1969 thousands of crossdressers
bought their first item of women’s
clothing from Michael Salem’s
Boutique.

While Salem’s business provides
entré into the world of femme and
fetish shopping for many trans-
vestites, a look at his catalog
(actually, more of a flyer) makes one
wonder why people pay his prices,
prices which would be more appro-
priate on Fifth Avenue than at a
New York City post office box.

Recently, two transvestites took
Salem’s catalog and did some
comparison shopping at local and
mail order businesses, many of
which openly accommodate trans-
gendered people. What they found
was surprising. In some cases, Sa-
lem charges 750 percent more than
a retail outlet for comparable mer-
chandise. (See all the comparisons
on this page.) These figures suggest
that rather than trading in femme
and fetish fashions, Salem is
actually trading on the guilt that is
so prevalent in our community.

In mostrespects, Cindy is typical
of many transvestites. She began to
crossdress as a teenager and the
activity had heavy erotic overtones.

When she got out on her own, she
decided to begin her own collection
of women’s clothing, mostly lingerie.
Although she is petite and could
purchase attractive items in any of

a dozen stores, passing them off as
gifts for girlfriends, guilt, and fear
of disclosure led her to Salem. Over
the years, she bought several hun-
dreds of dollars worth of mer-
chandise, all items that are avail-
able in stores or through mail order
for afraction of what she paid Salem.

Cindy regrets another of Salem’s
guilt surcharges —his shippingfees.
The first item purchased has a
“shipping and handling” fee of $19;
additionalitems cost $9 each. Other
mail order businesses base their

fees on the amount of the purchase.
For example, Frederick’s of Holly-
wood charges a minimum of $3.95
and a maximum of $10.95. Lane
Bryant’s shippingand handlingfees
range from $4.50 to a maximum of
$10.50. In a hurry? Lane Bryant
will Federal Express your order for
an additional $7.50. Salem charges
$79.99 for “overnight express
shipment” within the U.S. and $275
for overseas express delivery. The
shipping fee for Cindy’s last Salem

Here
are three recent examples...

Police in Cheyenne, Wyo., ar-
rested Dennis Koopman, 30, on
charges that he kidnapped a nine-
year-old boy from the Washington
State home of a wealthy family
where he had been employed for
over a year as a female nanny to the
boy and his two brothers.

“He told us that he’d had a sex
change operation,” an officer said.
“The problem we have with that is
he still has his male genitals.”

People in Alabama didn’thave to
get that close to Angela Renne
Hendley to know that the supposed
movie starlet was really a man. But
it took them awhile to figure it out.
Inthe meantime, Hendley swindled
them out of nearly $2,000 in a vari-
ety of service chargesforsuch things
as limousine rentals and flowers.

Police weren’t called in until the
unpaid bills began to mount up.
Hendley was arrested at his hotel,
and could face at least 10 years in
prison. Authorities said that
Hendley, who posed as a movie star
stranded in Alabama, did not work
the scam alone. A hairdresser and
makeup artist were thought to be
accompanying him, for at the time
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of his arrest, his purse contained
only a pair of pantyhose and a
Madonna tape.

dJail officials in Denver should
contact the Cheyenne police for some
technical advice. The Denver cops
arrested Baroness Maria Thyssen
VonHexun (John James Gonzales)
on charges of bilking at least two
people out of $2,300, and yet the
authorities can’t substantiate the
baroness’ claim to have had a sex
change operation.

Sulin), 24, admitted that she
stabbed Robert Smith, 32, when he
became violent following a reveal-
ing romantic interlude. Smith said
he didn’t find out about Groll’s ac-
tual gender until police told him as
he was being treated for his wound.
He said Groll had robbed him.

A transsexual in Los Angeles is
hopingthat ajury willlook upon her
just asfavorably. She his filed a $10
million lawsuit against LAPD Chief
Daryl Gates, Los Angeles County
Sheriff Sherman Block, and other
200 unnamed law enforcement offi-
cers for violating her civil rights.

Rosio (Alfonso) Melgoza, who has
not completed her sex change, said
that LAPD officers entered her
apartment while she was preparing
to take a bath and made her stand
nude in front of them for 15 minutes
before arresting her for stealing
“papers” from her employer. Once
in the squad car, one of the officers
allegedly fondled her and made
suggestive comments. She waslater
turned over to sheriff's deputies who
strip searched her in front of 60
male inmates and was put in a cell
with men who tried to rape her
while other deputies stood by not
more than 10 feet away.

Putting a man in a dress was
a common plot device last year

The aged mafioso waits impa-
tiently in bed for his girlfriend to
join him. He leers as she steps out of
the bathroom. Lust melts into fear
as she opensup her bathrobe —and
reveals that she is a man. The hit
man in drag then shoves a needle
into the don’s chest, killing him.

This was a scene from Fox Televi-
sion’s late, unlamented DEA, a cop
show that resorted to this past sea-
son’s most tired cliché, the use of
crossdressersto spice staleplots. As
gays characters were shoved back
into the prime time closet during
the 1990-91 television season,
crossdressers were taken for a walk
around the block — right to the
video dumpster.

Need more proof?

On CBS’ Broken Badges, a trans-
vestite bludgeoned her blind date
even as he begged for love. In USA’s
Red Wind, one psycho seduced Lisa
Hartman as a man, and then, as a
woman, tried stuffing her in a wood
chipper.

And as often as they killed,
crossdressers were killed.

In the best moment of ABC’s
unnecessary remake of Whatever
Happened to Baby Jane?, Vanessa
Redgrave came face to face with
herself: a drag queen impersonator
who then got fatally shafted by
Redgrave’s demented sister. Were
the producers striking back at all
the bad drag the original had in-
spired?

Both NBC’s Golden Girls and
Fox’s Good Grief played the funer-
als of crossdressers for yuks. Other
series like WIOU, Sisters, Lenny
and Family Matters simply used
transvestites as sad jokes. Only one

series out of a score had the courage
to feature a crossdresser with any
sort of dignity. A transvestite FBI
agent visiting Twin Peaks saved
agent Cooper — and wasn’t mar-
tyred in the process.

(Only two instances of female-to-
male crossdressing were to be found
on the tube last season, and in both
cases, it was a question of survival,
notlifestyle. Onthe daytime sudser,
The Bold and the Beautiful, charac-
ter Sally Spectra dressed like aman
to sneak into a competitor’s office.

Many television
shows had cross-
dressed characters
during the 1990-91
season.

Was this accep-
tance or
(s)exploitation?
Whichever, expect
more this season.

Twin Peaks’ Catherine Martell
masqueraded as a Japanese busi-
nessman for several episodes to
thwart a conspiracy against her.)
Why all this fascination with
crossdressing this past season? Is
this sudden visibility a sign that
America has suddenly taken trans-
vestism to heart? Hardly. It's more
proof of how the commercial net-
works have caved into a conserva-
tive minority. Two years ago, ABC

lost nearly $2 million in advertising
revenues over a thirtysomething
episode showing two men in bed
together. The public furor led by
conservative groups —and the very
real hit the network took in the
wallet for airing that segment —
have had a chilling effect on any
network’s willingness to feature gay
characters in prominent roles. The
networks simply don’t want to take
the ftack from gays demanding re-
sponsibility and conservatives
threatening an advertising boycott
(amuch more effective club, at least
thus far.)

In the middle of this is an audi-
ence seeking adult material, atleast
material purportedly aimed at
adults, an audience all too willing to
click to cable for alternatives. What
is the network response to this di-
lemma? Put a guy in a dress. Sex
sells, and America has always been
titillated by deviance. (Consider the
popularity of Saturday Night Live’s
Pat, an androgynous blob who
causes gender identification confu-
sion in everyone he/she/it comes in
contact with.) The networks aren’t
going to take seriously a few com-
plaints from transvestites. They're
comfortable dropping transvestites
in any sort of story hole (as either
killer or victim) without any qualms
about fairness.

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Because TSs, TVs malke good mothers,

Caryn Kristen Roberts,executive
director of the Ingersoll Gender
Centerin Seattle, writes of her chil-
dren:

“I don’t see them much now, they
moved back to Tennessee after my
SRS and live with their other par-
ent. But we do talk and write. And I
send them money and presents and
lots of love. They call me “Caryn,”
and sometimes even “Mom” when
their other parent is not around. My
13-year-old son (he was 11 at the
time) once asked, “Can I come live
with you?”

“Kevin,” I'said, “I'm sorry, but you
know the court and your mother
won’t let you. Why do you want to?”

“To see what it is like.”

“But son, you know what it is like
to live with me. You have lived with

me all your life.”

“Yeah, I know,” he said. “But I
want to know what it is like to live
with you now that you are happy.”

Out of the mouths of babes, huh?

Maybe someday he will live with
me. Maybe not. But he knows I love
him. And they all know that I am
happy now and at peace.

What was that again?

“I am sorry, but you know the
courtandyourmotherwon’tlet you.”

How many times have you heard
this? A married couple breaks up,
and the father is a TV or TS. The
court takes steps to ensure that the
mother gets custody, and more of-
ten than not the father loses all
contact with the child. Thereissome
kind of presumption on the part of
the court that exposure to gender
issues would beharmful to the child.

I've met a lot of people over the
past few years with gender issues.
Many of them are divorced. In a
society where it is very rare for a
“normal male” to have custody of
the children, I am amazed to find a
large percentage of the divorced
crossdressers I know who have
custody of their children.

But on second thought, why
should thisbe so amazing? After all,
why is it that most often custody
goes to the mother? Why do so many
men refuse to have anything to do
with their children? Why do so many
older judges make comments like
Judge Stillwell of Logan County,
Ohio:“Ican’t see why any man would
want visitation with his young child
anyway.”

Ithink itisbecause so many men
are “macho.” They see child-rearing

as “woman’s work” and refuse to
“lower” themselves to that level.
After all, they earn the money, they
ruletheroost, and they would rather
sit onthe couch, get drunk and watch
football, and let their wives take
care of messy little details like
changing diapers. Getting married
in the first place may not have been
their idea, and if they can get out of
the marriage with their wallet in-
tact, they may be able to chase
anythingin a skirt againin hopes of
avoiding the consequences.
Canyouimagine such aman with
custody of a child? Most such men
will not even consider custody,even
will seek to avoid child support.
Must be testosterone poisoning.
Of course, not all men are like
this. Many modern men have been

involved with their children since
they assisted in the delivery room,
got up for those 3 a.m. feedings, and
changed messy diapers. Many of
these men would make perfectly
good single parents, and many of
them want custody when divorce
ensues.

You can guess which group TVs
and TSs fit into.

Yet when we go to court, we find
that if the judge knows about our
crossdressing background, we are
atan evenbigger disadvantage than
typical men. Either we are seen as
representative of that macho group
who wants only to leave town and
abandon their wives and children,
orwe are weird. The gameis against
us from the start. Caryn no doubt
ran into this same thing; I am sure

many of us did.

But what about the 5 percent of
the male population who actually
manages to get custody of their
children? What is so special about
them that they can beat out a “nor-
mal woman.”

The typical custodial father is
very involved with his children. He
spends loads of time with them,
nurtures them, changes dirty dia-
pers, kisses boo-boos to make them
better, stays home with them when
they get sick, several times a day he
tells themhe loves them, hugs them
when they need a hug or when he
needs one, and gripes to his friends
about all the trouble they getin, but
is always there getting them out of
trouble. In short, this man is a good

transsexuals and transvestites

The Atlanta Educational Gender
Information Service (AEGIS) is a
not-for-profit business which dis-
seminates information to persons
interested in issues of gender.

AEGIS provides free referrals to
support groups and gender clinics
as well as free referrals to physi-
cians, psychologists, psychiatrists,
social agencies and private social
workers, ministers, and attorneys
to those people not within range of a
gender support group. A world-
wide data base of helping profes-
sionals includes surgeons who per-
form sex reassignment.

The organization’s publications
include the Chrysalis Quarterly,
published four times ayear, a series
of booklets to aid in gender transi-
tion, and other publicationsin prepa-
ration.

AEGIS works actively with oth-
ers in the community, exchanging
newsletters, information, and re-
ferrals, and helping to organize
cooperative projects and events.

AEGIS supports the “Standards
of Care” of the Harry Benjamin
International Gender Dysphoria
Association, Inc. and makes refer-
rals contingent upon documenta-
tionofadherence tothese standards.
In addition, AEGIS actively sup-
ports the professionalization and
standardization of services for
transgendered persons, including
the nonjudgmental and nondiscrimi-
natory treatment of persons with
gender dysphoria. AEGIS also ad-
vocates respect for their dignity,
their right to treatment, and their
right to choose their gender.

AEGIS was founded by and is

managed by Dallas Denny, M.A., a
human service professional with
knowledge of the professional lit-
erature of gender issues and more
than a decade of experience in the
delivery of psychological services.

The first aegis was the shield or
breastplate used by the Greek god
Zeus and later by his daughter,
Athena. Now, the word “aegis”
means variously “shield,” “protec-
tion,” and “sponsorship.”

“We will strive to live up to our
acronym by at all times maintain-
ing confidentiality and by helping
transgendered persons make rea-
soned and informed decisions about
the ways in which they will live
their lives,” Denny said.

have been all but impossible to win
consensus approval from the all of
44 national Amnesty sections which
decide policy for the international
organization. These sections repre-
sentmore than 8,000 local Amnesty
International chapters working in
over 70 nations.

Protection for jailed sexual mi-
norities was first proposed by the
Danish section in 1974, and has
regularly been put forward by vari-
ous European and North American
sections since then. But strong
opposition from Asian, African, and
South American sections had al-
ways resulted in the proposal’s de-
feat.

Last year while meeting in Can-
ada, the organization’s Mandate
Review Committee put together a
compromise proposal for the protec-
tion of sexual minorities that recog-
nized some national sections havea
“cultural background” which results
in different views of homosexuality
around the world. While the ex-
panded mandate contains what
some activists called an “escape
hatch” to permit nations to adhere
to their own cultural backerounds,

Derrick McGuinness, a spokesman
at the Amnesty headquarters in
London, said “clearly we now recog-
nize sexual orientation as a funda-
mental human right to which
Amnesty International must re-
spond.”

Said one person who had lobbied
hard for the change, “Phase One is
over. Now on to Phase T'wo - supply-
ing Amnesty with the names of
homosexual prisoners.” And pris-

oners who, while transgendered, fell
afoul of their country’s anti-gaylaws.

Amnesty is an international
human rights watchdog group which
encourages governments around the
world to respect certain fundamen-
tal human rights and to free “pris-
oners of conscience” who were ar-
rested for exercising those rights.
Violations may be reported to the
nearest Amnesty International
group.

Mandate mirrors change
to Pa. Hate Crimes Law

The interpretation that the new
Amnesty International lesbian and
gay mandate provides protection for
transgendered people who are per-
ceivedtobehomosexual mirrorsthe
rationale for Renaissance’s support
of the amendment to the Pennsyl-
vania Hate Crimes Law proposed
by Rep. Babette Josephs (D-Phila.)

Supporters of the amendment,
which would add the categories of
sexual orientation or perceived
sexual orientation to the law, note
thatit would be all butimpossible to
get conservative state lawmakers
to provide specific protections for

transgendered people. But, the
supporters note, since discrimina-
tion against transgendered people
is often because they are perceived
as homosexuals, the law will be
effective in most cases.

“We should be encouraged that
those within Amnesty International
finally prevailed after 17 years of
work,” said Renaissance Managing
Director Paula Jordan Sinclair. “If
like-minded people in Pennsylva-
nia work together, we can get the
Hate Crimes Law changed thisyear.
Please contact your legislator to-
day.”

mother. He has all of the feminine
nurturing qualities that are impor-
tant in a parent.

Being a crossdresser isn’t some-
thing we turn off and on with a
change of clothing. Whether TS or
TV, we are essentially the same
person in both masculine or femi-
nine roles. If we have feminine
qualitiesasa woman, wehave those
as a man. It should be no surprise
that a crossdresser is actually a
very good candidate to be the best
parent for a child. Those nurturing
qualities will show through in their
male parenting role.

So why is crossdressing such a
handicap in the courtroom? Why
does the law in some states list
transvestism and transsexualism as
grounds for divorce? Why can’t we
wear our dresses proudly into the
courtroom and announce to the
judge that we are good mothers too?

The courts’ logic is nonsensical.
Women are better parents than
men because they are more nurtur-
ing and less macho. Transsexuals
and transvestites are not real men,
they are different and weird, more
like women. Therefore, transsexu-
als and transvestites are unfit par-
ents.

Pretty warped logic, but it’sbeing
used all the time. Not only are TSs

and TVs afraid to ask for custody,
but also they are being totally cut
off from their children by the embit-
tered mothers who could nothandle
their husband’s gender dysphoria
and by conservative judges who do
not understand them and who are
eager to get home to be served din-
ner by their faithful wives who
have stayed home all day cooking,
cleaning, and taking care of the
children.

Things are changing, but they
are changingslowly. Youngerjudges
are being elected to the bench; they
are not so wedded to the concept of
a male breadwinner and female
homemaker. Female judges are
becoming more common and areless
likely tobelieve in stereotypes. Laws
have been rewritten to be less sex-
ist. The “tender years doctrine,”
stating that very young children
should alwaysbein the care of their
mother, hasbeen replaced. Thereis
progress an all of these fronts ex-
cept one.

The courts still have no idea that
TVs and TSs are anything other
than freaks. Judges do not realize
that we are probably better parents
than the average male. They need
to be educated.

That education isn’t going to
happen unless we make it happen.
People in academia need to conduct

studies to show that TVs and TSs
are good parents, that their gender
issues do not impact on parenting
ability, and that they are probably
better parents than typical men.
They need to show that a higher
percentage of divorced crossdressers
have custody of their children than
of the general divorced male popu-
lation. Does some graduate student
need a thesis topic?

Those of us going into a divorce
should not blindly concede custody
to our spouse. If you want it (and
what card-carryingwoman wouldn’t
want her children?), you have to
fight for it. Get a psychologist to
testify on your behalf. Or fight for
lots of visitation. The current think-
ingisthat children benefit fromlots
of contact from both parents, and
joint custody is becoming more and
more common. Don’t let the courts
use your gender dysphoria as an
excuse to separate you from your
children. Your children need you;
fight for them and be there for
them!

I hope soon to see the day when
being a crossdresser will be seen for
what it is: an asset, not a perver-
sion.

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the most unlikely businesses —from
designer showrooms on Fifth Ave-
nue to a tiny lingerie boutique in a
local mall —welcome cross-dressing
dollars.

Seldom
willyouhearthat amerchant chased
a trasvestite from the store or later
threatened to blackmail a cross-
dresser for buying women’s clothes.

Clearly, by doing business with
Salem, some crossdressers arelook-
ing for love in all the wrong places.

But Salem advertises so widely,
has such a publicity machine, that
heprovides anoutreach servicethat
isvaluable to closeted crossdressers,
right? Sometimes, perhaps, but not
always. Consider the story of
Sabrina.

Anothertypical crossdresser, Sa-
brina decided that she had to stop
borrowing her mother’s and sister’s
clothes and get some for herself.
She knew that she was a transves-
tite, and, so, as part of her coming
out, she decided that she would shop
where all her sisters seemed to—at
Michael Salem’s. She plopped down
$19 for the catalog, saw the prices,
and the “sticker shock” almost
scared her back into the closet.

“I just can’t afford to be a trans-
vestite, I remember thinking after I
saw the catalog,” she said. “I really
believed that you had to be rich to
get involved with others like me.”

Salem is unabashedly unapol-
ogetic about his prices.

“We are very high priced because
we deal with exclusive customers,”
he said in a telephone interview.
“Wedon’t wantevery customer. One
customer in 50 who spends $10,000
a year is better than 50 who spend
$50 a year.”

To charges that he profits on
transvestites’ guilt, he responded,
“You can take it anyway you want.

“...help individuals understand
their sexuality, communicate their
sexual feelings and decisions to
others, and accept responsibility for
their sexual decisions.

“I wish you success in your
campaign to increase public
awareness about the issue of gender
role expression.”

What with all the trouble about
reproductive rights, I'm sure
Wattleton has been extremely busy
of late, yet she took the time to
personally answer my letter. Why?

I hope it’s because she sees how
our issues mesh. How freedom of
choice for women’s health issues is
deeply akin to freedom of choice in
gender role presentation.
