Among it's many planks a re such 
items as: a balancer! wardrobe anwnrl­
ment, in which support groups dom i­
nated by dowdy cros dre se rs will be 
r guir cl to have an gual 11umb r of 
me mbers d ressed up li ke Parisian 
street tarts; d ras tic cuts in s11bsirlirs f or 
support group 111eeling snacks, thc r by 
r ducing the fa t not only in the budge t 
but aro und me mb r's wais tlines; a se­
ries of incentives that r ·ill ben iflt tir e 
most attractive two percent o f our 
population in hopes that the ir b auty 
will trickl e down to the rest of us; and 
an ambitious social planning agenda to 
legislate immodesty and a s nse of hu­
mor while placing sanctions aga inst 
such unhealthy practi c s as u ing "gen­
der gifted" in serious discuss ions.

A NEW IDEA UNDER THE SUN 
\Ve just started receiving the Sooner 

Belle newsle tte r of Oklahoma C ity 
based Sigma B ta sorori ty and it is al­
ready payi ng dividends. In the ir F bru­
Lll)' i sue, they discussed a new idea fo r 
expanding the ir membership ba e. It is 
something called COT A, but the mean­
ing of that acronym is not given to us 
outside reade rs and though I looked it 
up in my "Transvestite-to-English Ac­
ronym" dictionary, I was sti ll clu 
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less- until I saw that JoA nn Roberts 
mentioned it in her !larch column. 
COT A stands for Central Oklahoma 
Transg nder Alli ance . (See the a rticl 
on page 6 for more in fo .) 

T h nub of the COTA idea seems to 
b thi - local membe rs wi ll be able to 
choos which nationa l TC group they 
wish to affi liatP with and the Sigma 
Beta group wi ll "spli t" down in seg-
111 nts to accommodate the d iffe rent in­
tnests of it m mb rship . The national 
groups are: Tri -Ess , AEC l , and som 
outfit call ed RenaissancC'. T lw bri l­
liance of thi s idea is that although the 
Sigma Beta sorority will bP "dkided ," 
they will essentia lly remain who! be­
cause the affili ati ons wi ll be on a sub­
level to the umbre ll a sorori ty group. 
\\' ith all the hull abaloo ove r whether to 
exclude bVga ' ancllor trans xuals from 
c rtain groups, how come nobody ever 
thought of this before? 

In c rtain metropoli ta11 areas it 
might be asy for non- h te rosexual 
crossdr ss rs or transsexuals to hook up 
with another group. But in an a r a like 
Oklahoma ity (not to be cond sc nd­
ing, but simpl realistic) the re's only 
room nough in this town for one trans­
g nder cl support group, pardn r. The 
leade rs of this id a realize they have a 
responsibili ty to offe r something to any­
one who comes looking for it and they 
don 't want to turn p ople away becaus 
of some rigid rul es. 

I t's a gr at idea-and that is ome­
thing this community sore ly n eds-an 
innovative approach to include mf'm­
bers rathe r than exclude them. T his is a 
Nobel Prize-class discove1)', bri lliant 
both in its practicali ty and simplicity. 1 
wish other groups could take a look at 
thi s concept and see if it wou ldn 't work 
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i11 tlwir o\\'ll j 11 risdict ions as a wm· lo 
b road< •11 tl H' ir scop<'.

YOUNG LADY

In tllC' January issue Elaine ad­
dresses the topic of pos ture fo r cross­
dresse rs. She quite rightly points out 
that most of us pa rt-time ladi s ove r­
look the fem inizing benefit of simply 
standing up traight and maintaining a 
dign ifi Pd, wo manly posture. Men have 
a tendency to stand in a way that accen­
tuated the ir should rs and torso, a kind 
of Oat-foot d hulking po tu re which is 
dPcicle<lly un fem inine. 

\\'0111e n tend to stand in ta ll , almos t 
posed position , presenting the mselves 
in the bes t fo rm poss ibl . She suggest 
keeping your feet close together. and 
di stributing your we i ht off the typi ­
cally male Oat-foot stance . Arching the 
back also pay· divid nds by straighten­
ing the torso and ace ntuating the chest 
and buttock , k eping you r weight from 
sloshing into your b lly. 

In th ir February issue, E la ine takes 
aim at a part of th anatomy near and 
dear to eve ry ma le-\ hether th y 
crossdr ss or not-br asts. IIe re, she 
points out that many c rossclresse rs t nd 
to wear the ir "breas ts" too high on th ir 
chest. Because of the weight of a natu­
ra l femal breast, the po int of the 
nipp le ' ill be lower on fema lPs than on 
males. T hus, one should aim th ir 
br ast forms so the nipple is an inch or 
two b low their natural nipple . 

Practic makes pe rfect and simpl 
observing the genuine articles in real­
life s ttings can help us imitat the ir 
natural bearing.

Ir you'rC' familiar' ith Philade l­
phia, could you imagine go ing to a drag 
show on Aramingo A\·e nue? How abo11t 
I• rant and All ghe n. ? Or I• ifth and 
Erie? And , if you we r trave ling 
th ro ugh South Phi lly you could have 
stopped in for a lip synch and an 
OrtliC'b's at 27th and Pass unk. 

Tl1is is rairly amazing hi story for a 
Phill. kid like myself. Those we re tough 
ne ighborhoods all th way back to th 
nineteenth centu1y. Appar ntl. , these 
few night spots tried to so fte n those 
mean streets with fal sies and a littl e 
pancake makeup.

Febnial)' 2 th was Mardi Gras . At 
one time , lardi Gras was a local 1 ew 
Orleans phenomenon that got marginal 
m ntion in othe r cities around the 
country.

People arc throwina 
words around without having a clear 
undcrstanding of what tlwy mC'an. Th 
introduction of the te rm, crossclresser 
just added to the confusion. I don't 
know how many ti111 s J'vc heard 
people say, 'Tm not a transvestite , I'm 
a c rossd resser. " \ \'e ll big guy, why ar 
you wC'aring that dress? 

Let's start the de finitions right 
the re . A tra n svestite (TV) is a pe rson 
who de rives a satisfaction from wear­
ing the cloth in' of the oppos it s x. 
This satisfaction may be an all-ove r­
.mm-body good feeling, a re lie f of 
stress , e rotic stimulation or all of th 
above . The cl sire to engag in cross­
clressed b havior is most often pr sent 
at a11 earl age and stays with the trans­
vestite for the rest of th ir life . 

Th politica lly co rrect start cl to use 
crossclresser as the "proper" te rm in 
ord r to avoid negative connotations 
that had b gun to accumulate around 
the wo rd , transvestite . M idclle-aged 
men with wives , famili sand an inex­
plicabl cl ·ire tow ar hair bows in 
wigs that wou ld r a lly look bette r with­
out one, de ·ided the word , "transves­
tite" conj m ed images of hot (as in 
ovcrtly sexual), fi ve inch heeled hook­
e rs with boob jobs and several so ·ial 
di s asc.' . Obviously the girl s with bows 
in tlw rc ,,·igs couldn 't b re lated to the 
street-walking transv stit - so the 
word "crossd resser" was born . (Girl is 
a te rm often used by me mbers of the 

c rossdress i11g community to dcsc ribc 
themsclvcs. ) 

A ·t11a ll crossdrcssC' r is not a bad 
word. It's useful in describin , anyone 
who wears clothing, conside r d by so­
c iety, to be appropriate to the gender 
opposit th ir phys ical aender; for any 
reason. Thus , we ma say that a profes­
sional fe m ale impersona tor (FI) 
(som -on who imitates a woman 011 
staae or sc reen for mone ), who wou ld 
not be caught dead in women ·s cloth­
ing off stage, is, because he cross 
dress s r ularly, a c rossdresser. 
(Most FI's would disarree with thi s 
due to the ir imp rfect uncl rstanding 
of transgender te rminology. ) I k may 
or may not be a transvestite . Som one 
lik Dame Edna, who cross dresses to 
perform as a female characte r, co11 ld 
be describ cl as a crossdrcsse r, but 
again we hav no idea if the motivation 
to create that characte r came from 
trans estism or tl1eatrical flamboyance. 

A tra nsseA'llal is a pe rson who has 
always ~ It the ir phys ical aende r do s 
not match th wa they ~ el inside. 
They may cros dr ss to look more like 
th way they feel, but they don't get 
the type of satisfaction a transvestite 
wou ld from , "dressing up." Jn fact, 
most transsexuals are not that con­
cerned with clothing. Matching the 
body with the mind is the ir number 
one priority. 

The myth that transvestism is a st p 
on the way to transs xuality comes 
about, in part, from the difficu lty many 
p ople xpe ri nee in knowing the m­
selves. Early ~ elings of transsexuali ty 
ma b confused with homosexual 
longinas or transv stite fe lings . It is 
important to talk with qual ifi ed coun-
s !ors and peN s who have "be n 
the r ·· to sort out exactly who you are. 

To further confuse the issue, some 
transves tites ar havina such a good 
time being fcminine and such a dull 
time b · ing me 11 that they feel they 
hould hm·e a sex diangp and live fu ll 

t ime as females . \\ 'hen davtime talk 
fests do shows about ·'sC'x cliangC's" 
who have regr ts and want to reve rse 
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tl1 C' proccss , ifs 11sually peoplc who 
have allowpd the ir transvestite fantasy 
to take the m down the wrong road. 
These p ople are call ed p seudo­
tra nsseA·u a ls. The J-/an11 Be1y(//11i11 

Standards vf Care wer written to help 
profess ionals in the psychological and 
medical fi e lds so rt out the true trans­
sexuals from the pseudo transsexual s. 

True transsexuals ar gende r dys­
phoric. Gende r dysphoria is a discom­
fort with one 's ph sical gene! r. This 
diffe rs from a transvestite's feeli ng of 
cxcite ment at b ing dressed up. The 
transvestite ma not fee l as good when 
n t "clre sed" but acting lik the ir 
physical ge ne! r will not be uncomfort­
able for tl 1e m. T he gende r dysphoric 
may exp ri ence anyth ing from slight 
d iscomfort to outright loath ing of th ir 
physical gender. T he trPatment for a 
severe g nde r dysphoria is SR S. 

sns stands for Sex Heassignment 
Surge ry. Often re fe rred to as T he Op­
e ratio n , sns is mor accurate ly d -
scribed a severa l procedures. More 
procedures ar required for a fe male­
to-male than for an M-to -F. (The ini­
tials are often used to describe indi­
viduals who ar crossing the gender 
bord r. M-to-F for male-to-female and 
F-to- I for female-to-male. The initials 
may be 11sed for both transs xuals and 
transvestites but are most often used 
for transsexuals.) 

Of cours this short article can' t 
cover all the words used by people in 
and around the transgender com111 11-
nity. For example, D rag q ueen s (gay 
trans estites who always go for glam­
our looks, or, more commonly among 
younge r qu ens, wi ld and trashy club 
looks) have the ir own te rminology that 
can get ·o complicated .I won't even t1 
tog t into it girlfriend. 

What do you call a TC p rson who 
has breasts and a penis? If sh comes 
f"rom a middle class backgro11nd she is 
a tran sgen derist. if she is lowe r on 
the class ladde r, she is a sh e -ma le . 
H er is a case where the words de-

strongly enough the importance of 
this alliance; and the sul:isequent and 
long overdue education of social work 

professionals regarding these 
community issues. Social work is a 

profession comprised of four l:iasic 
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Pe rry's desk. Lois and Ja rk Ke nt e ntrr 
the office and t he~ · all ha\'e a good 
lauah. T hey knew it was him the whole 
time! He had fo rgotten to re move his 
Superman Signal-watch! Yo 11 'd thi nk 
that a[h·r that episode he wo uld re­
m mber to take it off when he became 
Jul ie Ogde n some thr e years late r. 

T he fin al episode of Jimmy O ls<>n in 
feminine fine ry was in the August, ] 973 
issue (# 159). Ji mmy was in hi s mod pe­
riod , with long hair, be ll bottoms and 
white boots. In The Day They U11 -
111asked Mr. Action, Ji mmy is forced to 
hide from the masquerade squad he 
had h !peel establish fo r the police de­
partment because someone tipped off 
the police commiss ione r that Olsen has 
been selling the ir an ti-c ri me p lans to 
the unde rworld . An apparently guil ty 
Olsen d ives out of a s cond fl oor win­
dow, do a ca rtw heel in mid-air and 
escapes from police headquarte rs.

Yon 
will need to sta rt the tucking p rocess 
care fully, starting with maybe JO min­
utPs a round the l1ousP, the n gradual!~· 
building up the time until you can tuck 
as long as you do now.

This then pose the question- can we 

or should we gate keep the profes­

sions of psychology, psychiatry, the 
clergy, or anyone else who does 

professional counseling'? This would be 

impossible. It's also noteworthy that 

the NASW has not condoned nor 

condemned the actions of the social 

work facult y at St. Cloud Un iversity 

but should be applauded for coming 
to the realization that these issues 
should be addressed at the future 

NASW convention in Philadelphia. 
The quest ion t hen becomes what 

does t his a ll mean for us in the 

t ransgendered community'? Consider 

that 60% of all therapeutic counseling 

done in the U.S. is done by social 

workers, 20% being done by psycholo­

gists, 10% by psych iatrists, and the 
remaining 10% being done by the clergy 

and various other groups of social 
scientists, and/or others. Presently 

where do they base their information 
when dealing with a transgendered 

individual- the DSM IV. Although 

many of your readers may be unaware 

of the exact nomenclature of the DSM 

IV, it offers a nosology for diagnosing 

and treating d iseases, and t hen 
allows t he treati ng individual to place 

a label or stereotype on upon anyone 
who deviates from the norm­

whatever that is, and falls into the 

subsequent category. Are we diseased 
or are we being ourselves? I would 
rather believe that we are being 
ourselves i.e., who we are; but these 

myths, labels, and stereotypes must 
be broken and dispelled. A good 

example of t his comes from the 
February 1995 issue in "News Beat"­

Perversion Is As Perversion Does, 

when Suzanne asked, " ... if that means 

t hat the t ransgendered are now 

acceptable company ... reading a lot of 
behaviora l science crap in the sixties 
and seventies that we were, 'a rank 

below child molesters."' 

One may now quest ion who reads 

th is behaviora l science cra p? The 

answer is socia l workers, psycholo-



gists, etc.- t hose in t he treat ing 

profession who can bring about 
change and initiate acceptance for 

the transgendered community­

meaning each and every one of us. 

What can we do'? Continue to unite, 

educate, support our cause and be 

proud of who we are and what we are 

because this IS who we are. I person­

ally ask all sisters of Renaissance to 

support the tg community in conjunc­

tion with the NASW's up coming 
conference in Philadelphia so that we 
can become the first class citizens 

that we are- not some anomaly of 

nature. We're not going to change, but 
we can make a change. I'll be there 

dressed as Sharon, and if I'm recog­

nized- so be it. It's worth the chance 

that I'm forced to take as an advo­

cate, an activist, and a social worker­
- for all of us. 

In conclusion I offer a quote from 

Abraham Maslow (1968) who was the 
father of the "Humanistic Approach" in 

psychology- a theory utilized by social 

workers of the time (as well as today): 
"Self-actualized people have a lack of 

fear of their own insides, of their own 

impulses, emotions, thoughts. This lack 

of fear enables them to live joyfully and 
comfortably. Through integrating our 

gender identity into our whole person, 
we can come to be comfortable in our 

own skin."

I am a supportive wife of a cross­

dresser and I spend numerous hours 
volunteering [in the tg community].

Wandering The Web 
win .. d . The re is a similar volu m for 
PCs. T he most important piece of soft­
ware ou need is a syste m extension 
called TCP/JP which stands for T ele­
communications C ontrol P rotocol/In­
ternet P rotoco l. Re me mbe r, I said the 
Jnte rnet is like a phone syste m? In the 
case whe re you use the Shell account, 
you're IP address (phone numbe r) is 
actually the Host's address and the 
Host knows who you are. But with a 
SLIP/PPP account, you need your own 
IP address. T he TCP/IP system exten­
sion is where you wi ll store this in for­
mation. On Macs, the latest Sys te m 7.5 
software includes this exte nsion as 
MacTCP. Jf your Mac runs an earlie r 
system, get th book because it in­
cludes MacTCP. For PCs, l presume 
the PC edition of tl1 e book contains a 
simi lar exte nsion. IBM 's OS/2 Warp 
apparently has TCP/IP built in and the 
much touted \\ indows95 will also have 
TCP/IP bui lt into it. So, once thi s ex­
tens ion is installed in your computer, 
yours rvice provide r will aive you a 
se ries of IP addresses . These look 
something like this " l92.222. 15.00". 
One address wi ll be for your machine, 
one wi ll be for their mai l se1v e r, on 
for their n ws se1ver and maybe a few 
extras. Follow the directions in the 
book and you won ·t go wrong. In add i­
tion to all these numb rs , you will g t 
an e mail address that looks like: 
name@provide r. com. Mine is: 
cdspub@omni.voic net.com. This ad­
dr ss is ve1y important since you will 
us it to log in to other syste ms and 
othe r people will use it to contact you . 

Okay, next step is to access your 
SLIP account, but you won 't do this 
via the telecomm program as before. 
At least for the lac, the re is a little 
program call ed Inte rSLIP that does 
the call and log- in automatically. The 
program runs a script (an ASCII text 
fil e) that will be provided to you by 
your service provide r. If you ha e to 
type th <' sc ript manually, be ve ry care­
fu l to t:'Pe everyth ing exactly as it is 
given to you. Jnte rSLIP gives you 
min imal feedback, but it does let you 
know that you are logging in and that 
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you are connected. Once you see the 
word "connected'" you're on the net 

Th J nternet books described pro­
vide you with shareware programs that 
le t you send and receive email 
(Eudora) and read newsgroups (l ike 
soc.support.transgendered ), and down­
load software from other Hosts (via 
FTP or File T ransfer Protocol). This 
last part is important because you wi ll 
use it to find and download other soft­
ware products like Mosaic and Net­
scape \\ eb browsers which is why we 
went to all this trouble in the first 
place. With SLIP/PPP you can read 
newsgroups, send email and browse 
the \V b simultaneously. 

I recommend getting etscape . 
The address for the ftp site is 
mcom.com and the directory you want 
is /netscap /. e tscape is fairly large 
so it may take a wh ile to download , but 
it is worth the wait. There are other 
browse rs, Mosaic be ing the most com­
mon and the most recognizable. There 
are shareware Mosaic versions for 
Mac, PC and Unix machines, but all 
are bu&,ay. Mosaic is available as share­
ware on C IS and AOL. losaic is also 
ava ilable as a non-buggy comme rcial 
product. Prodigy has it's own \\ eb 
browse r which is a version of \ Vin\ Veb 
and only fo r PCs. The Mac ve rsion of 
Win Web is Mac\\ eb. (Catchy names, 
huh?) But, everyone seems to agree 
that e tscape is the best so far. 

\\ eb browsers use an address called 
a URL or Uni form Resource Locator 
and they look like this - http://home. 
mcom.com/welcome.html - (this is 
not a legiti mate URL by the way). 

C rank up Netscape and you will see 
a special "Welcome" button at the top 
of the window that will take you right 
to etscape's Home Page. 

The first thing you wi ll notice about 
a Web page are words that are under­
lined and in blue. These are links to 
other sites. Embedded invisibly within 
the text are URLs for other locations. 
Click on one of the links and you wi ll 
be connected to that site. More magic. 

The othe r thing about Web pages 
that make the m so neat are the graph­
ics. \ Veb pages can also have sound 
and movies embedd d. Most browsers 
requir "helper .. applications to hear 
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sounds and play movies. The "Read 
m ·· fil es that come with the Browse rs 
and the 1e tscape Home Page will give 
you more information on these helpers 
and le t you download them directly 
from the Internet. 

Okay, so let's drop back a step. I 
said you could get to the Web without 
graphics through Lynx. There are 
othe r ways to get to the Web with the 
graphics through a Shell account, but 
your service provider has to play along. 

For both Mac and PC, there is TIA, 
The Inte rnet Adapter. Think of this 
program as a three prong plug to two 
prong plug adapter. Place the TIA fil es 
in your Shell account directory and run 
TIA from inside the Shell. You can 
now crank up Netscape or Mosaic and 
surf the \ Veb. T he re are two caveats 
with TIA. First, your service provide r 
must have TIA running on their system 
(DSC does not run TIA), and second, 
TIA does not allow multiple simulta­
neous connections, although this is 
probably not a big deal. TIA is share­
ware and will cost you $25. FTP it 
from marketplace.com, and the direc­
tory is /tia/docs. 

For \ Vindows-on ly users, there is 
SlipKnot which wi ll work from a Shell 
account as long as your provider has 
Lynx too . SlipKnot, from MacroM ind 
will let you browse the \\ eb but does 
not support forms or email. Jt wi ll le t 
you FTP fil es, though . SlipKnot is $29 
fo r non-commercial use rs. FTP the 
fil es from netcom.com in directory 
/pubpbrooks/slipknot. 

Once you get on the Net, this will 
all become second nature. You 'll be 
cruising the Library of Congress and 
surfing the waves of data in New 
Zealand in no time. 

The tg community is on the Web 
too. A really neat place of interest to 
the tg community is the Above & Be­
yond Mall at http:/1199.170.0.46/. 
Chris Wells has done a fine job of cre­
ating a marketplace to serve some of 
our needs. Both ETVC and the Diablo 
Valley Girls have really nice Web sites 
and I beli ve they are the first tg orga­
nizations on the ' Veb. So, go get \Vired 
and explore . I leave it to you to find 
the many other tg \\ eb sites. A
