I ,m 

here now to try to console you on how to survive in a place that men are 

tne dominant figure. A world that men have all the power and glory. I have 

to think to how liberated we really are. It's a crying shame to see that 

they continue to walk all over us, and view us as sex-objects and not for 

human beings. If we could blind every individual, and ·get everyone to spe~k 

mono-tone so as not to mistake the voice and put them into a room for a 

lengthy conversation about rights, rules, we'd have a heck ot· a lot more 

rights now. But when a man sees us, or hears us, the first thing that pops 

into their heads is female. 'lben the def·inition ot· t'emale comes to their 

mind. First ot· which is a threat. Anything that threatens a man, they fear 

.1.hat which they fear, they destroy .•• legally mind you. Then they futper 

their definition of female as weak simple, powerless.

Mabey 

we need to have the Female to Male fight for our rights, as Male to Female 

for theirs. That could be a very high possibility. So we neect to see our 

counter-parts to see i :f they might give us a hand. We can use it, that we 

all knowo I have been locked up for just under four years. I know that 

t ilis is a drop in the barrel f'or some o :f you, and I am sorry that you have 

that much time to do. But use this time as I have done. Study the male. 
You have ample time to do so. I do it everyday. I am surprised at my 

findings to see just how insecure a man is ••• especially when he is taken 
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away from the female race. Notice how bold they get when around a woman 

guard or teacher. But when they get back to the populace, notice how weak 

and vulnerable they become. I have heard once that a man gets his strength 

from a womans weakness, as we as women gain our strenght from a their 

aggressiveness. I know that this is hard to swallow, but think about it once . 

Now, bring this into the outside world and see what happens. In the 

real world, we women roam about like any other, unless your boy-friend or 

husband is so insecure that he soesn't want you to leave the house hold. 

Look at how vulnerable they must feel to see that their woman is working;· 

around all t t1ose other men. Perhaps you go to the store. Anywhere you go, 

you will stumble apon all walks of men. You will meet some that will hit 

on you verbally, some will hit on you physically. 1hey think that if we 

are not in our prospective homes, we are fair game to any. Even when ¼e 

have rings on our t'ingers, they wtill will try. Why is this, because some 

where deep inside of them, they feel powerless, and not in control of some 

thing in their lives. They need to feel that control of something is in 

their lives. They need to feel that control ~o hP accepted by their peers. 

You can see that in prison. Listen to their conversations once. I mean 

really listen to them. How they would live to slap the f!!k out of their 

women for the smallest things. Never would they do it if they were there, 

but only to impress the guys. It is all too humerous to me, though I know 

that the sobering consequences are the facts that . it does happen. So what 

do we do about this situation that we in no doubt f~ce. 

Alright, now that we know what a mans weakness is, we can do one of 

two things. Use it against him, or help him. In the outside world, depen d inf 

on the situation, we have to respect him. Know thRt he is the "Law" per-se 

and respect his wishes. That is if he is our boy-friend or h¥sband. If he 

is any other Joe out there, and he is trying to pull all this machoism on 

us, fine, let him do what he has to do, then very politely tell him where t o 

go if you wish not to be disturbed. If you don't get your point acrossed to 

him that way, don't get hostile with him, for then you showed him that you 

are falling for hi~ trap. Uo find yourself some girl-friends, any female 

in this situation will do, and once more tell him politely where to go. It 

is best to do this in numbers. He will lose even more control, and in f r3.ct 

he will feel very uncomfortable. Now that you are with those female friends, 

he soesn' t want to embarass llimself that much more, and most likely he will 

leave. If not your girls will help you shake the gut by defending you with 

your help. If he has friends, it is best to leave the situation as quickly 

and quietly as possible. Again, find some 1·emale friends, and refuse to 

engage in any ~rguement, but le2ve as quickly as possible. It will show that , 

"Yeah, okay, you got your power trip off, but you can't control me." Most 

likely he will not follow now that he has gotten the two things he desired.
